You will be heading generally west and then
south as you circle the lake to the dam and
spillway.

9. CROSS (s) the spillway. The trail will turn to the
left (e).

10. LEFT (e) at the fork to and around the gate.
FOLLOW the park road until it curves right. Toilets
in this area.

11. There is a groomed trailhead to the LEFT. Take
this trail back over the spillway.

12. RETRACE your steps enjoying the sights and
sounds back to the Start/Finish.
